Constitution
(State of Ohio Incor poration #1299163)

Article] - Name

The name of this organization shall be the Western Qimior Football Conference, which is
incorporated as a non-profit organization under the lawlseoEtate of Ohio. Hereinafter, the
Western Ohio Junior Football Conference shalekerred to as the WOJFC. The location of the
WOJFC shall be a PO Box or other appropriatiédnop as agreed to by the Board.

Article |l - Organization and Purpose

The WOJFC is organized exclusively for charitable @ahtbic educational purposes, including,
for such purposes, the makingditributionsto organizations that qualify as exempt
organizations under section 501(c)@3the Internal Revenue Code, or the correspondinpsec
of any future federal tax code.

The purposes of the WOJFC are: to provide a commoraadfiii of Pee Wee (Youth) Football
organizations and teams in the WOJFC; foster and prosafggy, welfare, growth,
sportsmanship, fair play, and good citizenship among its jenits; provide a uniform code of
ethics and playing rules for all clubs and their membefslitow; encourage and promote the
growth of and participation in Pee Wee and/or Youth Foofrathirams; administer to the
common requirements of the member organizations and teaovide a meaningful,
memorable, and rewarding experience for the childrenpanticipate under the auspices of the
WOJFC.

Article 111 - Membership

The membership of the WOJFC shall review all appbeatsubmitted by any youth football
programs in the greater Miami Valley area. Only oneo(tanization from each public high
school district shall be recognized; however, mudtigams may be entered in conference play
by one (1) organization (in these cases the sponsoring pagjans will have only one (1)
Trustee for their organization, even with multiple teaaha particular grade level).
Organizations desiring boundaries other than that of thécpdisiool district they represent may
apply for a waiver to this rule. Specific boundariestwesapproved by the Board of Trustees.
Waivers to this rule, once granted are indefinitely apmowehout need for annual renewal
until overturned by a vote of the Board of Trustees.
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3.1 New Membership

3.1.1 An organization must petition for membership in writinghnone (1) year’s dues and a one-time
initiation fee of $200.00 prior to the regularly scheduledr&aty meeting of that playing year.
Membership in the WOJFC shall be made available to anylaywough football programs
currently not listed as part of the WOJFC, by particgratn and the successful completion of
the requirements of the application process, and recawirgffirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3)
of the entire Board membership no later than the névedsded conference meeting. Voting
shall be by secret ballot.

3.1.1.1 A new organization is considered on Probation for @mgef one year following acceptance by
a two-thirds majority vote of the membership. At the enthefprobationary period, the Board
must vote on the status of the organization. Theywoéyto grant the organization full active
membership, extend the probationary period, or deny mempershansfer from Probation to
full active membership requires a two-thirds majority vdteis vote shall occur no later than the
regularly scheduled February meeting.

3.1.1.2 Successful completion of the application processidov members must include, at a minimum,
the following:
a. Practice and playing (game) fields that must beoapgrby the WOJFC.
b. The playing (game) field must comply with OHSAAesull
c. A clock and/or scoreboard that must be visible flanttest point on the playing field.
d. A concession booth that will provide water and acaltteams on game day at no charge to
the teams. Ice will be dfalie for injuries only.
e. Adeguate restroom facilities ninesprovided

3.1.1.3 The conference shall reserve final approval of any pragradmission to the WOJFC until
such time that its program operation and physical fasl#re inspected by designated
conference members or Executive Board members, and degelrtoi be in compliance with the
rules and standards set forth by the WOJFC. The itispauust take place two (2) weeks prior
to the first day of practice.

3.2 Non-Voting Members
3.2.1 The Head Official of the WOJFC shall be recognized asn-voting member of the Board.
3.3  Conference Composition

3.3.1 The minimum number of tackle teams in each grads &hall be twelve (12). If the
membership should fall below these accepted levels, dhedBf Trustees shall vote to disband
the Conference or to add additional teams, even if tlusre@fter the February deadline for new
membership.

3.4  Membership Revocation and/or Disciplinary Actions

3.4.1 Any football club or club member within the W.O.LFrganization can be subjected to (but not
limited to) fines, probation, suspension, or expulsiomfthe membership of the W.0O.J.F.C. for
actions or inactions deemed misappropriate or detrimentaét@/estern Ohio Junior Football
Conference or its members as determined by a ruling ddhed of Trustees. Such rulings shall
require a vote equal to two-thirds (2/3) majority of theentr Board membership.
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3.4.4

The WOJFC reserves the right to enact any of tieeafentioned disciplinary actions (but is not
limited to said actions) against a member organizatispgeaific team, or any individual.

Any member organization (or organization member) on or uaclgdisciplinary action must
have their status revisited at the conclusion of theg@ef their disciplinary action and a vote
taken to either close the action or modify the acismleemed appropriate by the Board of
Directors. Any such modification shall require a vajaa to two-thirds (2/3) majority of the
current Board membership.

Once a League Rep and alternate are established forathbyythe club, said Rep
Or Alternate can only be removed, suspended, or othervasplihed by the WOJFC Board
of Trustees during said calendar year.
Any actions, by their club, towards Reps that could benel retaliatory in nature, for their
performance of league duties, will not be tolerated.
Failure to adhere to this policy could resupossible sanctions against the offending club.
Such sanctions would be determined by the W®&a@d of Trustees.

Article IV - Government
The WOJFC shall be governed by the Board of Trustempased of elected officials and
appointed team representatives.

Each of the officers shall be elected for one-yeans.
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4.1.3 Dutiesof the Officers of the WOJFC

4.1.3.1 Chairman. Thisndividual is the Chief Executive Officer; he/she sipaéiside at all meetings and
shall have the authority to delegate authority to othéceyffand individual committee members
for carrying out the business of the WOJFC. He/she Bhakksponsible for carrying out the
decisions of the WOJFC Board of Trustees. He/she alsallfulfill all other duties normally
associated with this office. The new Chairman shalhbelled immediately after Old Business
is concluded, but before New Business of the Decembeinge€he Chairman may not serve
as the voting representative for his/her member orgamizanless they are the only member
present from their organization, in which case theystdoimit their organization’s vote.

4.1.3.2 Co-Chairman. The Co-Chairman shall assume the chitig® Chairman in his/her absence.
He/she shall chair the Rules Committee (if appointdutivreviews WOJFC Constitution, By-
Laws, and Playing Rules. He/she shall conduct the plagwgh-in certification and
recertification. The Co-Chairman may not servéhasvoting representative for his/her member
organization unless they are the only member presenttfreimorganization, in which case they
can submit their organization’s vote.

4.1.3.3 Treasurer. The Treasurer shall collect and maintastody of all funds and shall notify
members who are delinquent in any payments. He/she shalhkémancial records and
expenditures and shall file all necessary reports ake payments of any amounts due. He/she
shall make authorized disbursements. He/she shall adpanga monthly expense report for
each member organization to be submitted at each regsitdmygluled monthly meeting and
shall also present the league check book and previous mbatiksstatement for review. All
disbursements shall require the signatures of anotlkeeutixe board member and the Treasurer.
Any expenditures exceeding $99.99 requires approval by the Bo@rdstées. The Treasurer
may not serve as the voting representative for his/leenlyer organization unless they are the
only member present from their organization, in whicledasy can submit their organization’s
vote.

4.1.3.4 Secretary. The Secretary shall keep the minuted ofegtings. He/she shall be responsible for
the WOJFC Constitution, By-Laws, and Playing Rules. pyaaf the minutes of all meetings
shall he provided to all members of the WOJFC within twon@gks of each meeting, or be
disbursed at the next available conference meetinghéistsll inform teams of scores and
standings each week during the season. The Secretgmyanaerve as the voting representative
for his/her member organization unless they are the oaefylver present from their
organization, in which case they can submit their orgdioz’s vote.

4.1.3.5 Communications Officer. The Communications Offidasilsbe responsible for preparing and
disbursing all communications dealing with any disciplinantyoms between the WOJFC and
individuals, teams, organizations and officials. He prdvide copies to all parties involved and
provide the Secretary copies for the official recordthefleague. He will be the liaison between
the WOJFC and the League Officials and during the seasomillmeet weekly with the Head
Official to cover any issues that have arisen. Then@anications Officer may not serve as the
voting representative for his/her member organization uttegsare the only member present
from their organization, in which case they can sublneir organization’s vote.
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4.1.3.6 Sergeant-at-Arms. The Sergeant-at-Arms shall be regpemfsr maintaining order at all
WOJFC events, managing guests at leaguengeeaind any other duties deemed necessary
by the WOJFC. The Sergeant-at-Arms ntdysarve as the voting representative for his/her
organization unless they are the only mermptesent from their organization, in which case
they can submit their organization’s vote.

4.1.3.7 Competition Director. The Competition Director shzdl responsible for coordinating with the
Co-Chairman in regards to establishing thalae season schedule for all teams as well as
Scheduling of the post season tournameaithd shall be responsible for informing teams of
Scores and standings each week during teersdde will keep and maintain control of all
Minimum play sheets submitted by teams throuigtin@ year. His duties will also include
Any other duties deemed necessary by WOJRECCdmpetition Director may not serve as the
Voting representative for his/her member omgdioin unless they are the only member present
From their organization, in which caseytban submit their organization’s vote.

4.1.4 Rules of Succession of Unexpired Terms of Office

4.1.4.1 In the event an elected official cannot fulfill hisflherm in office, the vacancy shall be filled by
special election.

4.2 Rules Committee

4.2.1 The Rules Committee shall be optional, and formeteatihnual discretion of the conference.
This Committee shall review the Constitution, By-Laasd Playing Rules of the WOJFC and
all written requests the changes or additions from memgamizations and give their
recommendations at the February meeting of the WOJFC.

4.2.2 This committee shall be chaired by the Co-Chairmaappiointed, and shall consist of two (2) or
more Board of Trustee members of the WOJFC.

4.3 Schedule Committee

4.3.1 The Schedule Committee shall prepare schedules foetaukii-tackle and bantam for
distribution to the team representatives. The Prelingisahedule will be submitted for
conference review not later than the July meeting.Hihal schedule approval will require
simple majority vote by the conference representatie¢$ater than the scheduled August
meeting.

4.3.2 The tournament schedule will be submitted for confe¥erview and voting not later than the
last meeting in August. The Conference shall have theatyt to delay or postpone final
approval of any possible tournament schedule until suchd@emed appropriate by the
conference to be fair and equitable in team pairings éadelection.

4.3.3 This committee shall be chaired by the WOJFC Co-Chaiymappointed, and shall consist of
the Secretary and at least two (2) members of thedBufaFrustees.
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Competition Committee

The Competition Committee shall be optional, anmdnfed at the annual discretion of the
conference. The Chairman of the Competition Commstell be the Competiton Director.
This committee shall review unsportsmanlike penalties, exeessore reports, and complaints
about from officials. The Competition Committee shatommend fines/warnings to the Board
of Trustees and assist the Co-Chairman at recetidfita

In the absence of any of the above committees,ritiee dBoard of trustees shall serve as
members of said committee.

ArticleV - Earnings

No part of the net earnings of the WOJFC shall inoté benefit of; or be distributed to its
members, trustees, officers, or other private personspeitat the WOJFC shall be authorized
and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for serered and to make payments and
distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forthrticle Two hereof. Notwithstanding the
above, no member of the WOJFC Board of Directord begbaid for services for or to the
WOJFC. No substantial part of the activities of th @ WC shall be the carrying on of
propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legisladioth the WOJFC shall not
participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing otritigtion of statements) any political
campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidat@diblic office. Notwithstanding any
other provision of this Constitution, the WOJFC shallcanty on any other activities not
permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exeropt federal income tax under section
50I(c)(3)of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding sexftimmy future federal tax
code, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to whiah@eductible under section 170(c)(2) of
the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding sectiany future federal tax code.

Article VI - Dissolution

Upon the dissolution of the WOJFC, assets shalidiglited for one or more exempt purposes
within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internaldexe Code, or the corresponding
section of any future federal tax code, or shall beidiged to the federal government, or to a
state or local government for a public purpose. Any suchisagseso disposed of shall be
disposed of by a Court of Competent Jurisdiction of thenty in which the principal office of
the corporation is then located, exclusively for such mep@r to such organization or
organizations, as said Court shall determine, which arenizeghand operated exclusively for
such purposes.
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
